THE CORPORATION OF THE

BY-LAW NO. 55-2022 

BEING A BY-LAW TO APPOINT A  
COMMUNITY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR 

(“CEMC”) 

WHEREAS the Emergency Management and Civil Protection Act, Section 
10 of O. Reg 380/04 states that every municipality shall designate an 
employee of the municipality or a member of the council as its 
Emergency Management Program coordinator who shall coordinate 
the development of and implementation of the municipality’s 
emergency management program within the municipality and shall 
ordinate the municipality’s emergency management program in so far 
as possible with the emergency management programs of other 
municipalities, ministries of the Ontario government and other 
organizations outside government that are involved in emergency 
management; and   

WHEREAS the current Community Emergency Management Coordinator 
position has become vacant; and   

WHEREAS the Corporation of the Municipality of Arran-Elderslie wishes 
to appoint an Emergency Management Program Coordinator, 
otherwise known as, and hereinafter referred to as, a Community 
Emergency Management Coordinator (“CEMC”); 

NOW THEREFORE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE MUNICIPALITY 
OF ARRAN-ELDERSLIE HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:  

1. THAT Steve Tiernan, Fire Chief, be appointed as Community
Emergency Management Coordinator;

2. THAT Scott McLeod, Public Works Manager, remain as Alternate
Community Emergency Management Coordinator;

3. THAT if the provisions of this By-law conflict with any other By-law of
the Corporation heretofore passed then the provisions of this by-law
shall prevail;

4. THAT any by-law inconsistent with the provisions of this by-law is
hereby revoked;

5. THAT this by-law shall come into force and take effect as of the final
passing thereof.
